Participation Guidelines

Classes will be held in English. Nevertheless, several lessons of Italian language and culture will be offered to participants during the programme to help them improve their business Italian. The basic knowledge of Italian will be, however, an advantage for the applicant during selections.
Origini Course content, starting with the analysis of the economic system in Italy and within Friuli-Venezia Giulia will mainly focus on entrepreneurship. A possible internship in a Friuli-Venezia Giulia company may allow every participant to develop a Project aimed at creating potential economic collaboration with Friuli-Venezia Giulia’s corporate environment. Participants who successfully complete the course will be awarded a course certificate. 
The Course will last for a period of 18 weeks from Monday July 14th 2014 to Saturday November 15th 2014. Classes will be held at MIB School of Management (Palazzo del Ferdinandeo, Largo Caduti di Nasiryia 1, Trieste, Italy).
